Guymon Central Junior High Celebrates Read Across America and Oklahoma Celebration of Reading.


Starting January 3 thru March 2, Guymon Central Junior High will be celebrating Read Across America and the Oklahoma Celebration of Reading.  Many activities will take place during these weeks.  Homerooms will be competing for a pizza party.  The homeroom at each grade level with the highest number of AR books read will get a pizza party.  Each team will award a monetary prize to the student with the highest AR score based on points from the first day of this school year.  Mrs. Jewell, Mrs. Beckley and Mrs. Bolyard will award prizes to their top readers.  The Celebration of Reading, sponsored by the ORA, hosts a poetry and essay contest each year.  The theme this year is Don’t Be Buffaloed; Learn to Read, Read to Learn.  Guymon Junior High will select the top five to be entered in the state competition.  If the entries win on the state level, they will be published in an anthology that will go out to schools in Oklahoma.  First and second place state winners also receive a monetary award.  Mr. Wright has issued a principal’s challenge.  If the student body can read and test over 2000 books with an 80% or better test average, he will perform on stage the winning poem set to music during the awards ceremony with Mrs. Stuckey and Mrs. Reed providing back up.  The school is also having a poster contest.  Students can enter in the following categories:  fiction, non-fiction, children’s books, biographies, historical fiction, legends, fairy tales, tall tales and classics.  The poster must have the title and author of the book on it along with an illustration accompanied by a paragraph telling about the book.  First place winners will receive prizes.  Students may also participate in the Sequoyah Young Adult Reading Contest.  The first student who reads all fourteen Sequoyah Books for 2006 and receives an 80% or better test average will receive a $10 prize from the library.  Our Read Across America celebration will continue in February with celebrating Dr. Seuss’s birthday.  Junior High students will read children’s books to the elementary students and all who participate will be invited for cake in the library during their homeroom time.  Students will also participate in Kids Caught Reading.  Mrs. Stuckey will be calling students to “catch” them reading. The first 25 students to be caught reading will be able to attend the State Reading Rally at the Lloyd Noble Center in Norman on March 31.  At the awards assembly on March 1, prizes will be given, Mr. Wright will perform his challenge, the winning essay will be read, Mrs. Beckley’s class will perform a reading rap, and Mrs. Bledsoe and Mrs. Mattocks will provide entertainment.
