ACTIVITIES FOR BROADCASTING
It is important to teach students the proper way to use video cameras, tripods, microphones, and editing machines.  Then students could do the following:  make music videos, make television sit-coms, and cooperate with the drama department to write and produce a movie.  
Separate students into groups.  Have them select a song they like particularly well.  After approving the song, have them shoot video for their music video, and then have them synch the music up to the video on the editing machines.  

Have students write, produce, act, and edit a situation comedy together as a class project.  The students should all participate in the writing, acting, camerawork, production, and editing of the finished project.  

With the drama department, write and produce a short movie.  Let the drama class write the screenplay and act in the movie.  Your class will then film and edit the movie.  Ask the principal if she/he would mind if you showed it at a school assembly or to the school in closed circuit.  

Produce a weekly or monthly news program for your school.  Let the students be writers, camera people, anchors, directors, producers, and editors.  Ask the principal if there is a way that the entire school could view the finished product each time it is completed.  

Work with a local radio station, if convenient, and try to work out an internship program for students who are interested in working in radio.  

Find different bands and/or school choirs or clubs that would want to produce a school CD.  Work with the school bands and choirs and groups to make a CD containing 15 or so songs that the school could call original.  Everyone could have something that is original to remember school by.  

Talk to the coaches of various sports at your school.  Offer to film the games, provide commentary, and  make highlight tapes for all of the players at the end of the season.  You could also make a tape that had all of the games on them; therefore, the players could have videos of all of their games.  Also offer to do a locker room show after every game in which students interview the coach and ask him/her about the upcoming games.  

Work with whatever organization is in charge of putting on pep rallies at your school.  Offer to run the sound and lights for every pep rally so that your students can get valuable experience in working with live sound and lights.
