	The first video I watched for assignment thirty two was the fourth video. During this video I learned how to modify the stroke and fill of an object. I learned to do this by creating ovals, changing the fill color, and opening the property window. I also understand the difference between a merge drawing and an object drawing. To create a circle you simply click the oval tool and drag it out. If you hold shift key down you will get a perfect circle. If you create a circle and use the object drawing icon when you select it there will be a square around it where as if you wouldn’t have pushed the object drawing icon there would be dotted lines.
	The next video I chose to watch was number six. I learned how to use the pen tool in this video. With the pen tool I learned to create complex shapes by combining curved and straight lines. Some of the skills taught were using the selection tool, using the subselection tool, using the paintbucket, modifying an anchor point, and using the tangent handle. Using the tangent handle you can modify using the subselection tool. To fill the triangle I learned you just need to use the paintbucket. To make an arc you can just click to the side and when it has an arc beneath the arrow you can arc the line any way you want. When you use the subselction tool instead of dragging the circle you can click where you want the edges to be and it will fill in how you want it to be.
