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This is an introduction of Adobe Photoshop CS3, you can follow along step by step if you have CS3 or CS3 extended.  Video #1
Photoshop is a Bitmap, graphic edited, with minor substitutions, the images that are created and or modified in these video, can also be created in the earlier version of Photoshop CS2.   Photoshop is a Bitmap graphic editor, with thumb tack graphic capabilities.  For the most parts, we are dealing with   ordeals with Bitmap graphics.

What is a Bitmap Graphic?

A Bitmap Graphic is also called a “Raster Graphic” refers to images where the color values of each pixel is stored.
Let’s illustrate that future, to do that we must press on ….the move …to our right up at left top, and we will be looking at all of these tools in the tool bar, most of them.  
I going to come over and drag this word “TEXT”, down a little bit until it is in front center of the tomato, but still I want to be able to see a part of the stem of the tomato and the word “TEXT.” 

Right now I can see that I am at 100%, and I cannot see the pixels. But if I click using the zoom tool, then I can zoom in with the cursor on the stem of the tomato zooming up to 3200% in PhotoShop.

Now here I go, once more zooming in where I can see these little biddy squares and each one of these squares represent a pixel. Over about the center down in the olive green are, if I scan at the bottom about 8 pixels.  Now when I zoomed back in, it would show where the stem of the tomato is at.

If I would slide over just a little bit, when I get to the darker orangey red area, this part upper right was where the word “TEXT” belongs.   When I  (DD Click) on the zoom tool,  that will always take me back to the original 100% , by (DD Clicking)  on the word “TEXT.”

I’m going to turn off the eye in the box at the lower Right side where you see the letter T and “TEXT”, and a little picture of the tomato on the platter which is on a blue and white checker cloth to the left of the mat. 

We are now going to clean up this centered tomato, by first pressing the cloning tool.  Then we are going to click on word the background in the box to the right, to make sure the back ground is the active ware. 
Let’s grab some pixels by the blemished or bad spot of the tomato at the lower right. Hold the “ALT” key down and click.  Then go up to the rotten tomato, click on that, then back down to the bruised tomato where the cross and the circle is on the rotten tomato and  key dragging  out a little, but a time, now the blemish is fixed there. 

There are much different between CS2 and CS3.  Dr. Rosner feels personally that CS3 is worth the upgrade.
1. CS3 allow non destruction smart filers

2. More precise color correction

3. Effortless black and white conversion

Dr. Rosener loves the quick selection tool covered in the video focusing attention on a subject, which is right up at the top left.  Click on “Quick Selection Tool” that’s on CS3 which is a very powerful little tool. 
We should consider the interface, the different between CS2 and CS3 is if you open up CS3 you will notice that the tool bar is single column, but if you want to you can go back to CS2 by pressing the little arrow above the PS icon.  That goes from a single column to a double column.

When Dr.  Rosener is working he gets that on a single column.  But creating a screen he wants to get as much of those tool bars on “recording window” so he go to column 2.

Another thing is the pallet to the right is a bunch of pallets that stem off in the cloth mat, and they are designed to put the image center stage, by better managing your pallet there. There is some literature on CS3, called “Get Out of the Way Fast Pallets.”

If you don’t like them, then you can always go back to the way things were before using the floating pallet.  The real disadvantage on CS3 – CS2 is that CS3 no longer support image ready.   So if you need help producing roll over’s or support enhancing image mats, then you will want to turn to adobe flash.     
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Video #14 Fixing “Red Eyes”

Learn how to take care of the red eye in your imaginings.

First zoom in one time, so you can clearly see what going on, here we can see the red eyes in this little girl’s eyes.  To remove the red eye, click on, press and hold “Spot Healing Brush Tool.”  Go down to “red eye tool”, draw a rectangle around the eye area, repeat the next eye, and just like that, you have remove the red eye from the little girls eyes.
