CATALOG DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

Emphasis is placed on management of hazardous materials in the workplace.  Topics include flammable, combustible, compressed gases, and cryogenics.  Compliance reporting mandates will also be included.

COURSE PURPOSE:

To familiarize the student with the hazards associated with hazardous materials.  Identify means to reduce potential hazards, and to emphasize the importance of aggressive management techniques used when dealing with hazardous materials.

EXPECTED COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, the student will be expected to achieve the following objectives:

1. To recognize hazardous materials in the workplace and explore means in which incidents can be reduced.

2. Implement the various compliance steps required by the regulatory agencies.

3. Develop procedures necessary for handling a hazardous material incident.

4. Recognize the importance of hazardous materials and how they can affect man and the environment.

5. Recognize inherent hazards, evaluate alternatives, and recommend corrective actions consistent with acceptable design practices and engineering needs and cost effective management philosophies.

6. Acquire a working knowledge of the current terminology germane to the field of Hazardous Materials Management.

STUDENT PERFORMANCE ACTIVITIES: (Attendance/Punctuality)

Consistent and punctual attendance is both expected and required for your successful completion of the course.  Absences will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis.  Death or grave illness in the family, childbirth, impassable roads are of course, beyond our control.  Decisions to celebrate anniversaries, for example, or attend concerts, or participate in a variety of extra-curricular affairs are not.  Students will be expected to make up any work missed as a result of absence, whether or not the absence was justified.  Unannounced Pop Quizzes may not be made up.  Excessive absences may reduce the final grade for the course.  Three to four absences and/or tardies may result in a grade reduction of one letter grade.
