COURSE PURPOSE:

This course provides a formalized study of the application of the Life Safety Code (NFPA 101) and the nationally recognized model building codes.  Building construction methods are critically examined within the scope of pertinent standards and codes to assure life and property safety from fires, explosions, and natural disasters.  The scope of such activities from an international perspective will also be examined.

EXPECTED COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, the student will be expected to achieve the following objectives:

1. Be able to interpret building codes and the Life Safety Code (NFPA 101) and apply them to problems in managing risks associated with building construction.

2. Be able to compare architectural and engineering plans and specifications for compliance with established criteria for life safety and conservation of property loss due to fire.

3. Be able to evaluate inherent hazards, evaluate alternatives, and recommend corrective measures consistent with structural and architectural design concepts, occupancy requirements, and cost effective management principles.

4. Acquire a working knowledge of the current terminology germane to the field of life safety as addressed in the national and international codes.

5. Identify the macro and micro levels of emergency preparedness as related to Life Safety and building construction.
