Scoring System for NSU Fish and Wildlife Big Buck Contests:

Winners will be decided by the total score according to the contest’s point system:

	Number of points (at least 1 inch)


	

	Spread, outside of main beams


	

	Longest tine from main beam


	

	Circumference of right base antler


	

	TOTAL SCORE (sum)


	

	Tiebreaker: circumference at base of right antler


A. No points will be counted that are less that 1-inch from its base.

B. All measurements will be rounded off to the nearest 1/8 inch.

C. Any broken point which measures less than the minimum length for a point will not be counted as a point.

D. If the main beam is broken in any manner, the measurement will not include the detached portion of the antler.

E. If the main beams are moveable, the measurement will be made at the narrowest point when the antlers are held in.

F. Once a buck is measured, another measurer cannot remeasure it unless authorized by the contest committee.

G. In the case of a tie after the tiebreaker has already been considered, winner will be determined by a drawing between the hunters whose score is the same.

H. Any hunter found trying to cheat in the NSU Fish and Wildlife Club contest is automatically disqualified and barred from entering this or any other contest for a period of time to be determined by the contest committee.

I. Any registered hunter found guilty of violating any game laws of his/her hunting area automatically forfeits his/her chances of winning any prize.  Guilty party will be barred from entering this or any other contest for a period of time to be determined by the contest committee.

J. A picture of you and your buck along with the carcass tag must be provided.

K. Entrance form and fee must be received by the deadline.

L. All decisions of the contest committee are final.
