1. Official transcripts of all college work must be filed in the graduate office.
2. I must complete the following requirements before being admitted to candidacy for the Master 

    of Arts in English degree:

A. be regularly admitted into the Graduate College.


B. be admitted into the Master of Arts in English program (Dept. of Languages & Literature).


C. file a Degree Plan and Statement of Understanding signed by myself, the Dept. of Languages & 

    Literature Graduate Advisor, and the Graduate College Dean.

D. submit MAT scores that are no more than five years old.


E. complete a minimum of thirty undergraduate hours in English. (No 1000-level or remedial course 

     work will apply toward fulfillment of entry requirements for the Master of Arts in English degree.)

F. successfully complete core courses.
3. I must submit a Master’s Thesis during the final semester of enrollment for approval by the Graduate 
    Dean.

4. I may enroll in no more than nine (9) hours each summer or twelve (12) hours during fall and spring 
     semesters.
5. I must complete an approves Degree Plan consisting of a minimum of thirty-three (33) hours.

6. I may use credit earned in on-line courses to count toward this degree if applicable.
7. No credit earned by correspondence or at other universities may count toward the Master of Arts in 
     English.

8. I may transfer a maximum of nine (9) credit hours, providing all graduate transfer work attempted carries 
     an average grade of “B” or better.

9. A minimum of twenty-four (24) credit hours must be earned in residence at Northeastern including the last 
    eight (8) hours. (Tahlequah, Broken Arrow, Muskogee, Poteau, and UCT classes taught by Northeastern are 
     residence credit.)
10. No work used for graduation may be older than six (6) calendar years, excluding time spent in the 
     American Armed Forces.
11. I must maintain an average grade of “B” in all graduate course work attempted. No course with a grade 
      less than “C” may be used for graduation.

12. I agree to abide by the regulations governing the graduate program as stated in the Graduate College 
      Catalog.

13. I am expected to abide by the ethics of the profession which I am pursuing.

14. I must submit an Application for Master’s Degree and $15.00 diploma fee prior to graduation. The due 
      dates for submission are February 1 for spring, March 1 for summer, and October 1 for fall.
