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MODELING:  REAL NUMBERS AND STATISTICS

MATH 3443

PREREQUISITES:

Math 1473 or Math 1513

CATALOG DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:  

A study of mathematical concepts for the elementary education major using tactile models and appropriate technology.  Topics include:  Rational numbers and their operations, integers and their operations, and statistics and probability.  No major or minor credit in mathematics.  

COURSE PURPOSE:  

This course is a broad overview of the real number system with particular emphasis on rational numbers and operations, counting principles, probability, and statistics.    Content will be explored from a modeling perspective.  This course is designed for the elementary education major.  

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

The expected course outcomes will be realized through a variety of instructional strategies to complement students’ field-based experiences.  Those strategies include, but are not limited to, the following:  student inquiry, expository-discussion, demonstration, and group activities.  The instructor will also integrate appropriate multi-media technology as it connects to course objectives.
