CATALOG DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:


A course for students with little or no previous algebra background.  Included topis are signed numbers, exponents, order of operations, factoring, algebraic fractions, linear equations and inequalities, word problems and  percents.  No college credit. 

COURSE PURPOSE:


This is a remedial course designed to prepare students for Intermediate Algebra. It has been designated as a course for students needing to satisfy a deficiency in Mathematics. It is review of basic algebra concepts. Topics covered in this course can be found in the Catalog Description of the Course. As shown above.

EXPECTED COURSE OUTCOMES:


The student will be expected to achieve the following objectives:

1. 
Identify and graph , on a number line, sets of real umbers

2. 
Understand the meaning and effects of operations on rational and real numbers.

3. 
Write algebraic expressions and evaluate them using the order of operations.

4. 
Identify properties of real numbers.

5. 
Solve linear equations and solve formulas for specified variables.

6. 
Analyze application problems, solve them, and state the conclusions.

7. 
Interpret and graph linear equations.

8. 
Perform arithmetic operations on polynomials.

9. 
Evaluate expressions involving integer exponents.

10. 
Factor polynomials using various methods.

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:
The expected course outcomes will be realized through a variety of instructional strategies.  Those strategies include, but are not limited to, the following: lecture, expository-discussion, demonstration, inquiry, exercises and assignments. Attached is a schedule of material to be covered during the course.

STUDENT PERFORMANCE ACTIVITIES: (Attendance/Punctuality/Participation)

Regular class attendance is required.  Failure to regularly attend any zero level course may result in an Administrative Withdrawal (AW) from the course.  This AW may affect your eligibility for financial aid, athletics and veterans benefits.  Consult your instructor or the NSU catalog for the complete AW Policy.  Attendance will be taken daily.  Any student with perfect attendance for any testing period will receive 5 BONUS Points.  These Bonus Points will be added to your total accumulated points.  You are encouraged to participate in class discussions and ask questions.  If you miss a class, you are responsible for getting class notes, assignments, etc.  Poor attendance generally has an adverse effect on a student’s grade.
ASSIGNMENTS, QUIZZES, AND EXAMS:
Quizzes:  Unannounced quizzes will be given periodically.  They may cover current or previous material and will contain problems similar to those covered in class or in the text.  Each will be worth 10 points.  At the end of the semester the quiz scores will be totaled and divided by the total possible points to give a percentage score based on 100.  The lowest 20% of the quiz scores will be dropped.  Refer to the Make-Up Policy regarding missed quizzes.

Exams: There will be four (4) regular exams plus the CPT Exam as shown on the attached schedule.  Each regular exam will be worth 100 points.  Problems will be similar to the suggested homework exercises, quizzes, and examples worked in class.  Twenty six (26) points will be added to your CPT Exam score and the result will be averaged in with the Exam 4 score to constitute a single Exam 4 grade.  Refer to the Make-Up Policy regarding missed exams.
CPT Exam: The CPT Exam is mandatory and will be administered during the time allotted to the regularly scheduled Final Exam.  A CPT score of at least 75 is required to enroll in College Algebra or Math Structures.  A CPT score of at least 44 is required to enroll in Intermediate Algebra.  Calculators and cell phones are not permitted during the CPT exam.  Take a Picture ID with you to the exam.  Failure to take the CPT Exam will result in a grade of “F” or “I” for the course.  

Homework: Homework, as per the attached Homework Assignments sheet, will be collected and graded on a regular basis as announced in class.  One point will be assigned for each problem completed correctly.  At the end of the course the Homework points will be totaled and divided by the total possible to give a percentage score based on 100.  This score will then be factored into your average.  Homework assignments must follow the format outlined on the attached Format For Homework sheet.  Any assignment which does not follow this format will be subject for return for correction.  A sufficient amount of work must be shown to support your answer, otherwise it will be returned ungraded.
Tutoring: Any student going to the tutor during a testing period will receive 1 BONUS Point per hour up to a maximum of 5 points.  No more than 2 points per day will be given.  A Tutoring Log (Attached) should be maintained and turned in on the day of the exam. These Bonus Points will be added to your total accumulated points.
