REVIEW OF LITERATURE

A review of literature of one issue impacting the family is to be conducted.  A two page typed summary of five research-based articles related to the topic is to be completed.  Research based journals only, NOT redbook etc.  Each summary is to contain a complete bibliography at the top of the summary page.  Summarized articles should be published within the past three years.  No articles from the course textbooks may be sued.  A copy of each article is to be attached.  Two pamphlets may be used.  Articles are to be from a variety of sources. 

A two page typed summary of key points and information related to the family issue selected, taken from the articles, is to be complied and serve as a cover to the article summaries.  This is not to be short summaries of articles but similar to a mini term paper.

The review of literature is to be placed in a 3 hole paper folder.  No plastic folders.

PORTFOLIO

Each FCS Major will be required to submit a portfolio of his or her best work, visual and written, at the conclusion of Professional Development.  In addition, graduating seniors must present portfolios to the FCS faculty.  Students should have a camera to document their work.
